Enrollment questionnaires for grades 6-8 (these will be given at the time of testing)
$50 testing fee

Following the entrance test, we will notify you about an entrance interview. Students entering grades 6-8 must
be present at this interview.

To proceed with registration after the interview, please have the following ready:
e The student’s original birth certificate (not a registration card)

A valid certificate of immunizations (DH 680—blue form)

A physical examination form (DH 3040—yellow form)

A copy of the student’s social security card

Signed “Statement of Cooperation”

The student is officially enrolled when the $250 registration fee is remitted. (Please note that fees are non-
refundable.) To hold a space for your child, you will also need to pay the placement and improvement fees by
the designated date.
